PARKING

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Dear Families,

The Ofsted report will be available on the Ofsted website (https://reports.ofsted.gov.uk) on Tuesday
13™ September so I can now share with you the highs and lows of the experience we encountered a few
months ago. The inspection was going well and the many changes implemented since the previous one in
2018 were being celebrated and applauded but then the Lead Inspector questioned two strategies I
had specifically chosen:

The personalised learning programmes for a few children with complex additional needs, delivered
outside of their classroom

The reading programme in ¥2-4 which goes beyond phonetically decodable books and needs young
readers to use other searchlight skills to access text

The Lead Inspector questioned this decision-making and asked that we re-consider these practices and
so their overall judgement remains the same.

This was devastating for the staff and Governors however we have already begun the process to adapt
these practices and to follow their advice for the benefit of the children in our care.

The parental, staff and pupil comments in the Ofsted Questionnaires were overwhelmingly positive
during the inspection. The affection and regard for our school is clearly evident. Thank you for your
responses.

You can be assured that everyone at St Helena's will take advantage of the advice that we have been
given to make our school the best it can possibly be.
