Attendance

From 31st August 2024 the government is changing the attendance rules.
Only 2 penalty notices can be issued to the same parent in respect of the
same child within a 3 year rolling period and any second notice within that
period is charged at a higher rate:

. The first penalty notice issued to a parent in respect of a particular
pupil will be charged at £160 if paid within 28 days. This will be
reduced to £80 if paid within 21 days.

. A second penalty notice issued to the same parent in respect of the
same pupil is charged at a flat rate of £160 if paid within 28 days.

. If a third or subsequent periods of absence are met within 3 years,
alternative action will be taken instead, this may include prosecution
which may result in a criminal record.

. A child’s general attendance is being monitored by the DfE and will
also be subject to a potential Fixed Penalty Notice.

. In cases where a pupil has moved school or local authority area the
attendance information will continue with the child.
